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May be slightly imbalanced: The article presents the information in a generally reliable way, but there are minor points of consideration that could be explored further or claims that are not fully backed by appropriate evidence. Some perspectives may also be omitted, and you are encouraged to use the research topics section to explore the topic further.
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The article is generally reliable and trustworthy as it provides an interview with Andrii Yermak who is the head of the President's Office and is thus well-informed on matters concerning Volodymyr Zelensky. The article also provides evidence for its claims by citing examples such as Zelensky's speeches at international platforms and his performance at Golden Globe Awards in USA. Furthermore, it does not present any one-sided reporting or unsupported claims as it presents both sides equally by providing insights from Yermak on various topics such as corruption scandals, reshuffles in OP, personnel purges in government etc. 
However, there are some potential biases that should be noted. Firstly, since this is an interview with only one person (Yermak), there may be some partiality in his views which could lead to missing points of consideration or unexplored counterarguments that could have been provided if other people were interviewed as well. Secondly, there is no mention of possible risks associated with certain decisions made by Zelensky which could have been explored further in order to provide a more comprehensive view on the matter.
